VALLES CALDERA TRUST BOARD TO MEET – PUBLIC INVITED
(LOS ALAMOS, NM) – The Valles Caldera Trust Board of Trustees will meet in a public meeting on Friday, May 23 from 9 a.m. to 12 noon at Fuller Lodge, Parajito Room, 2132 Central, Los Alamos, NM.  
The board will be discussing a number of items regarding the Valles Caldera National Preserve for possible decision-making.  These include the staff’s six proposed Stewardship Actions regarding hiking, fishing, wagon rides, van tours, vegetation treatment and noxious weeds and possibly others.  
The Board will also discuss livestock grazing, consider the final adoption of the Trust’s NEPA procedures, and review the Trust’s finances.  Also on the agenda is the disposition of the movie set as well as an update on the Trust’s research, inventory and monitoring program.   
The Valles Caldera Trust board conducts all its decision-making meetings in public.  Board of trustees members are appointed by the President of the United States.  Current members are:  William deBuys Ph.D. of Santa Fe, chairman; Palemon Martinez, Valdez, NM; Tom Swetnam, Ph.D., Tucson, AZ; David Yepa, Jemez Pueblo; Leonard Atencio, supervisor, Santa Fe National Forest; and Steve Bone, superintendent, Bandelier National Monument.  
Three board seats are currently vacant due to the expiration of their term; new members will soon be appointed and announced by the White House. 
The Valles Caldera Trust oversees the Valles Caldera National Preserve, formerly the privately owned “Baca Ranch.”  The 88,900 acre property is located in the Jemez Mountains in northern New Mexico.  It was purchased by the federal government in 2000 under the Valles Caldera National Preservation Act.  The property is known for its huge meadows, abundant wildlife, meandering streams and remarkable scenery.  More information about the Preserve can be found at www.vallescaldera.gov. 
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
