Also on the agenda are updates on the new web site development project, and a report of this summer’s Cumulative Effects Workshop.  Public comments will be taken at the end of the afternoon. 
The next public board meeting will be held on Friday, October 22 at the Walatowa Visitor’s Center, Pueblo of Jemez.   The Valles Caldera Trust board conducts all its decision-making meetings in public.  Board of trustees members are appointed by the President of the United States.
