
The Valles Caldera Trust is proposing a 10-year plan for the restoration 

and management of the forest, shrubland, grassland and riparian sys-

tems of the Valles Caldera National Preserve.  The proposed plan is 

based on the restoration strategy collaboratively developed for the 

Southwestern Jemez Mountains Landscape.  Proposed activities in-

clude forest thinning, prescribed burning, road management, stream 

restoration, and weed eradication.
