. ' The trailhead is on the south side of State Highway 4, 24 miles sast of Jemez Springs, 13.5 miles west of Los Alamos,
'i and near mile marker 41. Parking for this trail is located on the north side of State Highway 4, 13.3 miles west of
VALLES Los Alamos and 24 2 miles east of Jemez Springs about a ¥ miles east of the trailhead. To get to the trailhead fram
CALDERA the parking pullout you should walk west along the north side of State Highway 4 for about a Y mile. At this point cross

o the south side of State Highway 4 to the marked trailhead. This frail is open seven days a weak sunrse to sunset except

- - when closed by the Preserve Manager to protect resources.
